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Step-3 Oneachside,remove (2) 10mm bolts attachingthe grille to the radiator support, (Fig 3).

Step-4 Oneachside,remove (4) T15 screwsattachingthe wheel liner to the fascia, (Fig 4).

Step-1 Openthe hood and Remove (2) T15 screws attaching the hood release lever to the hood latch and 
slide toward the front of the vehicle to remove it, (Fig 1).

Step-2 On each side, remove (5) plastic fasteners attaching the radiator cover to the core support, (Fig 2).  
Set the radiator cover aside for now.

Step-5 On each side, loosen but do not remove (3) 7mm screws attaching the fascia bracket to the 
fender, (Fig 5). Then, release (2) white clips attaching the upper fascia to the fender support, (Fig 6).
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Step-6 With the assistance of another person, pull out on the upper fascia and release the upper fascia 
from the fascia bracket, and the grille, (Fig 7). Set the upper fascia aside for now.

Step-7 Remove(3)10mm bolts attachingthe lower area of the grille to the shutter housing, (Fig 8). On
eachside,releasetwo clips attachingthe top of the grille to the core support. Then,pull out on the trim 
pieceabovethe headlight to releasethe clips. Remove the grill and set aside for now.
